3. Remove the two self-tapping screws that fasten
the bottom of the center panel.

4. Pull the dashboard pocket out toward you to
release the six clips, unplug the vehicle connector
from the hazard switch, and remove the center
panel. Take care not to damage the clips.

5. Remove the one self-tapping screw that secures
the center pocket then; pull out on the center
pocket to release the two clips and three retaining
tabs).

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.
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6. Remove the two self-tapping screws that fasten
the heater control panel to the instrument panel.

7. Pull the heater control panel out toward you to
release the four clips. Unplug the vehicle connector
from the heater control panel and remove the
panel. Take care not to damage the clips.

8. Remove the four self-tapping screws that fasten
the audio unit to the dashboard. Remove the
audio unit by pulling it out toward you; unplug the

Attach the fuse label (“OPTION 7.5A”) to the fuse
holder on the subwoofer harness.

23. Plug the subwoofer harness 4-pin connector into
the fuse box 4-pin connector.

24. Secure the subwoofer harness to the vehicle
harness with one wire tie.

If another accessory connector is already plugged into
the fuse box:

• Unplug the 4-pin connector from the fuse box, and
plug the 4-pin connector of the subwoofer harness
into the fuse box.

• Remove the dummy connector from the 4-pin
connector blue-taped to the subwoofer harness,
and plug the other accessory into 4-pin connector
where the dummy connector was removed.

Routing the Subwoofer Harness

20. Route the subwoofer harness:

• Route the 20-pin connector up to the audio unit
opening in the dashboard.

• Route the 4-pin connector to the front of the
fuse box.

• Route the connector (to be connected to the
subwoofer) through the glove box opening.

21. At the audio unit opening, connect the subwoofer
harness 20-pin connector to the vehicle 20-pin
connector, then secure the harnesses with one
wire tie in the area shown.

30. Use isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel to clean the
areas where the cushion tapes will attach. Secure
the subwoofer harness to the side of the door sill
with three cushion tapes.

Installing the Subwoofer

31. Position the right and left side brackets on the
subwoofer brackets, and install the four 5 mm
flange nuts and four washer-screws.

32. Remove the four screws from the subwoofer, and
install the subwoofer brackets to the subwoofer
with these screws.

36. Reinstall the front passenger’s seat. Torque the
seat bolts to 34 N·m (25 lb-ft).

37. Slide the front passenger’s seat back and forth to
check that the subwoofer harness is not too tight
or too loose.

38. Using a tape measure and a felt-tip pen, measure
and mark the driver’s dashboard lower cover as
shown. Lightly center-punch the mark.

45. Check that all wire harnesses are routed properly
and all connectors are plugged in.

46. Reinstall all removed parts.

47. Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

48. Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the
driver’s AUTO window function is disabled.

49. Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open.

50. Pull up on the driver’s window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for
2 seconds.

51. Test the AUTO window function.

52. Do the ECM/PCM idle learn procedure.

– Make sure all electrical items are turned off.

– Start the engine. Hold the engine speed at
3,000 rpm with no load (in Park or Neutral)
until the radiator fan comes on.

– Let the engine idle for about 5 minutes with the
throttle fully closed and with all electrical items
off.

NOTE: If the radiator fan comes on during this
step, the time when it is operating must not be
included in the 5 minutes.
