Installing the Center Pocket Trim

If the center pocket lid is not black, start with step 1. If
it is black, go to step 3.

1. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel,
thoroughly clean the area where the film will
attach.

2. Remove the adhesive backing from the film, and
attach it to the center pocket lid aligning the lower
edge of the film with the lower end of the curved
surface of the center pocket lid.
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If the center pocket lid is black, start with step 3. If the
center pocket lid is not black, go to step 5.

3. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel,
thoroughly clean the area where the adhesive will

attach.

4. Remove and discard the adhesive backing from
the adhesive, then attach the adhesive to the
center pocket lid as shown.

5. Attach a strip of masking tape to the end of each
outer adhesive backing, and pull back 40 to 50
mm of the adhesive backing. Fold the ends back,
and tape them to the front of the center pocket
trim. Remove and discard the inner adhesive
backings.
