NOTE:

* Be careful not to damage the body finish when
installing the side under spoilers.

* Install the left side under spoiler first, then install
the right side under spoiler.

e Be sure to use the bolts, nuts and screws furnished
with this kit. Use of bolts, nuts and screws other
than those not included in this kit can cause
damage to the parts.

* These installation instructions show the left side
under spoiler being installed. The same procedure
applies to installing the right side under spoiler.

e Wear gloves to protect your hands while handling
the side lower bracket.

e This side under spoiler kit should be installed only
if the ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or
above.

e To allow the adhesive to “cure”, do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.

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Position the left side under spoiler on the vehicle
body to check the installation position. Using
isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the
surface of the vehicle thoroughly where the left
side under spoiler will be attached to ensure
secure adhesion of the double-sided adhesive
tape.

Thoroughly clean the surface where
the left side under spoiler will be
attached with isopropyl alcohol.
