remove and install the emblems.

ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.

1. Open the hood, and remove the bulkhead cover
(10 expansion clips).

9. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the
areas where the gold “H”, “ODYSSEY” and 11
“TOURING” emblems will attach.

. Remove the adhesive backing from the new
“ODYSSEY” emblem; align the tabs on the
emblem with the holes in the tailgate. Attach the
emblem to the tailgate, and press the emblem
firmly against the tailgate with the palm of your
hand for 30 seconds.

12. Remove the adhesive backing from the new
“TOURING” emblem; align the emblem with the
masking tape on the tailgate. Attach the emblem,
and then press the emblem firmly against the
tailgate with the palm of your hand for 30 seconds.

13. Remove the masking tape.

NOTE: After the emblem kit is installed, tell your
customer not to wash the vehicle for 24 hours to give
the adhesive time to cure.
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
