Use a small flat-tip screwdriver to change the mode
switch and the horn/siren switch and to adjust
sensitivity.

Mode Switch:

» Set the mode switch according to the customer’s
choice.

» Referto the owner’s manual for the explanation of
each mode.

Glass Breakage Sensor:

Do not attach anything like scotch tape over the
holes; this is a microphone pickup.

Sensitivity Adjustment Knob:

» Adjust the sensitivity only if the customer requests
it; the sensitivity adjustment of the glass breakage
sensor is factory-set.

» Be careful when you adjust the sensitivity; if you
raise the sensitivity too much, the security system
can give a false alarm, and if the sensitivity is too
low, the security system may not work even if glass
is broken.
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INSTALLATION

Customer Information: The information in this
Installation Instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the radio station presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3.  Remove the front left door sill trim (three retaining
clips).

4. Remove the left kick panel (three clips).

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Remove the lower steering column cover (three
screws, and pull gently to release the four tabs).

10. Attach one wire tie with clip to the antenna, then
push the clip into the hole in the antenna bracket.
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11. Install the control unit bracket and the 4-pin relay
onto the bottom of the driver’s seat cushion with
the three self-tapping screws.

12. Install the 6-pin relay onto the bottom of the
driver’s seat cushion with one self-tapping screw.
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13. Under the dash on the driver's side of the vehicle,
measure and mark the bottom of the dashboard.

14. While wearing eye protection, lightly center-punch
the mark and drill a 12 mm hole:

* Wrap electrical tape around the end of the
5.5 mm and 12 mm drill bits about 10 mm from
the tip.

» First drill a pilot hole with a 5.5 mm drill bit,
then finish with a 12 mm drill bit.

 Remove all burrs with a file.

15. Route the terminal ends from the disarm switch
through the hole you just drilled, and secure it with
the washer and the 12 mm nut from the Kkit.

Firmly
push the disarm switch terminals into the 3-pin
connector until they click into position, then lower
the lock.

Unplug the
vehicle harness 17-pin connector, and plug the
security system harness 17-pin connectors in
between.

21. Remove the blue tape from the vehicle 2-pin
connector, and plug in the vehicle 2-pin connector
into the security system harness 2-pin connector.
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22. Attach the two (3A) fuse labels to the security
system harness fuse case.
