Remove the rear bumper:

Remove the six self-tapping screws from the

rear bumper (three on each side).

Using a
pushpin, pierce the rear bumper at each mark.

10. Peel back one inch from the end of the two
adhesive backings shown, and attach them to the
front of the rear under spoiler with masking tape.
