2 Long body side moldings

INSTALLATION
NOTE:
e Be careful not to damage the body paint finish.

« Before attaching, thoroughly clean the areas
where the body side molding will be attached.

e This kit should only be installed if the ambient air

. . temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.
2 Short body side moldings

» After attaching, hold the body side molding firmly
against the door panels with the palm of your hand.

* To allow the adhesive to “cure,” do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.

e These instructions are for the left side of the
vehicle. The same procedure applies to the right

4 Alcohol wipes side of the vehicle.
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1. Measure and mark the left front and rear door, and
attach masking tape in the area shown.
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2.

On the inside of the long body side molding
remove 1 % to 2 inches (40 to 50 mm) of adhesive
backing, and tape the ends, to the front of the
body side molding. Remove and discard all other
adhesive backings.

(Attach a strip of masking
tape to the end and peel
back 1 % to 2 inches [40 to
50 mm].

Using an alcohol wipe, thoroughly clean the areas
where the long body side molding will attach.

Position the long body side molding on the left
front door and align its bottom edge with the upper
edge of the masking tape attached in step 1. Align
the rear edge of the long body side molding to the
rear edge of the left front door.

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On the inside of the body side molding, remove
1Y% to 2 inches (40 to 50 mm) of adhesive
backing, and tape the end of the adhesive backing
to the front of the body side molding. Remove and
discard all other adhesive backings.

Position the body side molding on the left rear
door and align its bottom edge with the upper edge
of the masking tape attached in step 1. Align the
front edge of the body side molding to the front
edge of the left rear door.
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11. While applying light pressure on the body side
molding, carefully remove the adhesive backings
from the short body side molding.
