NOTE:

* Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, thoroughly
clean the area where the rear under spoiler will
attach. Allow the isopropyl alcohol to dry thoroughly
before attaching the rear under spoiler.

* Be careful not to damage the body paint finish.

¢ This rear under spoiler kit should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.

¢ Wash and wax the area to be covered. Use a
high-quality paste wax.

¢ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours.

Installing the Rear Under Spoiler

1. Remove the two covers from the rear bumper and
remove the rear bumper (two bolts, six self-tapping
screws, two clips, and unplug one connector).
