Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by skilled
technicians who have the proper tools, equipment, and
training to correctly and safely add equipment to your
vehicle. These procedures should not be attempted by
“do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

* Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, thoroughly
clean the areas where the side lower bracket and the
side under spoilers will attach. Allow to dry thoroughly
before installing the side lower bracket and the side
under spoilers.

* Be careful not to damage the body finish when
installing the side under spoilers.

¢ These installation instructions show the left side under
spoiler being installed. The same procedure applies to
installing the right side under spoiler.

* This side under spoiler kit should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.

¢ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours.

* The side under spoilers cannot be installed with splash
guards.
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1.  Position the left side under spoiler on the vehicle
body to check the installation position. Using
isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the surface
of the vehicle thoroughly where the left side under
spoiler will attach to ensure adhesion of the double-
sided adhesive tape.

Excess pressure may damage the lower side
bracket.

e Check to see that the left side under spoiler

bracket and side lower bracket are aligned if you
are unable to install the left side under spoiler.
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20. Check that all six brackets of the left side under
spoiler are set in the side lower bracket installation
plates. Visually check that there is no excessive gap
between the left under spoiler and the vehicle. If an
excessive gap is found, repeat step 19.
