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Installing the Bicycle Attachment

front plate with the Hex wrench included with the kit.

Addition of the bicycle attachment on the vehicle raises
the overall height of the vehicle. Pay attention to
overhead obstacles when driving with the bicycle
attachment.

Before and after driving, or after loading the bicycle on
the attachment, check the security of the attachment
mounts and retighten them as necessary.
