Make sure the straps
do not dangle from the roof.

LOADING THE ROOF BOX

Load weight equally on both sides to minimize imbalance.
Do not overload the roof box. The maximum allowable
load is 110 Ib (50 kg).

Loads must be secured with the straps to prevent them
from sliding. Check the knobs at regular intervals.
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
