INSTALLATION

Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

» Be careful not to damage the rear bumper and body
paint finish.

e This rear under spoiler kit should be installed only if
the ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or
above.

» To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.
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1. Attach the template to the arched section of the
rear bumper. Secure the template with strips of
tape.

2. Mark the rear bumper along the outer edge of the
template with a felt-tip pen, and lightly center-
punch the four marks on the template.

3. Remove the template. While wearing eye
protection, drill a 10 mm hole through each mark
you just made. Using a drill stop on the end of
each bit, first drill with a 3 mm drill bit, and finish
with a 10 mm bit.

4. Using a hacksaw blade, cut the rear bumper along
the lines you made. After cutting, remove any
burrs from the edges of the cut section.

If the vehicle is equipped with a rear inner fender, go to
step 7; if not, continue with step 5.

5. Using a drill, drill one 3 mm hole through the
lower dimple on the rear bumper on each side.
After drilling, remove any burrs from the edges of
the holes with a file.

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6. Slide a spring nut over each hole. 9. Remove and discard two (four, if equipped with a
rear inner fender) self-tapping screws. Position the
rear under spoiler on the rear bumper, and install
the four self-tapping screws.

7. Attach a strip of masking tape to the end of each
adhesive backing, and peel back 1-1/2 to 2 inches
of the adhesive backing. Fold the ends back, and

tape them to the front of the rear under spoiler. /’ZI‘@ FELT-TIP

10. While holding pressure on the rear under spoiler,
use a felt-tip pen to mark the rear bumper along
each hole edge in the bracket on the rear under
spoiler.

5 ADHESIVE BACKINGS
(Fold back the ends and
tape them to the front of
the rear under spoiler.)

8. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean
the rear bumper where the rear under spoiler will
attach.
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NOTE: If agap is visible between the rear bumper and
under spoiler, remove the rear under spoiler and
measure the centerline distance to the edge of the
rear bumper, then mark as shown.

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11. Use a pushpin, pierce a hole through each mark
you made. While wearing eye protection, drill
seven 10 mm holes through the marks.

- Using a drill stop on the end of each bit, first
drill with a 3 mm drill bit, and finish with a
10 mm drill bit.

+ After drilling, remove any burrs from the edges
of the holes with a file.

Remove the two clips from the bottom of the rear
bumper.

13. Position the rear under spoiler on the rear
bumper, and install the rear under spoiler with
one clip and one rubber washer, and six flange
bolts and six flange nuts. Do not tighten the
flange bolts and flange nuts yet.

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14. While applying pressure on the rear under
spoiler, carefully remove the adhesive backings
in the sequence shown. After removing, hold the
rear under spoiler firmly against the rear bumper
with the palm of your hand for 30 seconds.

15. Tighten the self-tapping screws, flange bolts, and
flange nuts temporarily installed in steps 9 and 13.

16. Reinstall all removed parts.
