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13. Center-punch the marks you made. Lift the trunk
liner and check that the center-punched marks
you made are centered on the sheet metal rib.
While wearing eye protection, drilla 5.5 mm hole
through each mark. Start with a 3 mm drill bit, and
finish with a 5.5 mm drill bit. Remove any burrs,
and apply touch-up paint to each hole.

14. Repeat step 13 to drill the left side of the vehicle.
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15. Install a self-tapping screw/anchor “B” assembly
into each 5.5 mm hole you made.

17. Install the cargo net to the anchors in the trunk.
The cargo net can be installed in two different
positions. Reinstall the trunk floor.
