Roll the trim toward the outside of the bed rail, so
the trim now lies flat on top of it and all six lock
tabs engage the slots in the bed rail.

With one hand on each end of the trim, push down
and slide it toward the cab until you feel it stop.
This locks all the tabs in place.

Then, working your way down the trim, repeat this
to ensure the other lock tabs and the clips are
secure.

Reset the clock, and reset the radio station
presets.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the
driver’'s window AUTO function is disabled.

Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open.

Check that the cargo lights are working.

Pull up on the driver's window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for
2 seconds or more.

Lower and raise the window to check the operation
of the driver's window AUTO function.
