INSTALLATION

NOTE

¢ Using isopropyl alcohol, thoroughly clean the steering
wheel before installing the wheel cover.

* You may want to wear gloves to protect your hands
during installation.
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Center the steering wheel.

Put the steering wheel cover on the steering wheel
so the adhesive tapes on the inside of the steering
wheel cover set at each spoke of the steering wheel.
