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INSTALLATION 4.  Remove the left front upper tie-down hook (two T-50
torx bolts).

¢ This kit should be installed only if the ambient air
temperature is 15°C (60°F) or above. Heat the tonneau

cover and bonding surface with a hair dryer set on LOW
if the ambient air temperature is below 15°C (60°F).

¢ To allow the adhesive to cure, do not wash the vehicle
for 24 hours. Please advise the customer.
