Secure the automatic day/night mirror
harness to the vehicle panel with one EPT sealer as
shown. Be careful not to crease the headliner.

30. Install the automatic day/night mirror onto the mirror
mount, and tighten the torx screw. Torque the torx
screw to 1.8 N-m (1.3 Ibf-ft).

39. Press and hold the radio power button for two
seconds to restore the radio and navi (if equipped)
system functions.

40. Reset the clock on vehicle without navigation.

» Check the operation of the automatic day/night mirror
according to the Operating Instructions supplied.

» Adjust the zone and calibrate as required.

position. Repeat step 3, and check to make sure the
mirror surface does not become dim. If the automatic
day/night mirror does not function properly, check
the fuse and all the connectors.
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
